Vice-President – shall act as liaison between the club advisor, officers and members of the club. 
 
Treasurer – shall handle all financial matters and manage the clubs assets’. 
 
Club meetings will be held bimonthly.  Special meetings can be held by officers, and are subject to vote. 
 
Amendments to the Black Student Union constitution shall be made by the members by a vote of a simple majority and subject tot he 
quorum requirements.
